~ohn Cale/ Sabot ag e-Live (Spy - IRS) 

John Cale's first album i n a long t ime was recorded this past 

summer durin g s ome of h is many appearances at CBGB. Thi s i sn' t 

the firs t time an album of new material came unde r t he guise of 

a live a lbwn - Neil Young's "Ti me Fades Away" comes to mind -

but it may be the f i r s t one to succeed. On its own terms , th is 

is due in part to a band whi ch is rocky yet responsive to Cale's 

new ba tch of s ongs. 

Of them , "Cap t ain Hook" (an epic which clooks in at just over 11 

minutes), "Dr. Mudd" (of Mudd Cl ub fame), and "Sabotage" (which 

ends with an exp lo sio n , suitably enough), stand out from the r es:t. 

The overall live s ound i s mixed well enough but good material 

like "Chor al e" deserv e proper recording in a proper studio . 

The Rufus Thomas cl as s ic , "Walkin' the Dog" receives the same 

tre at ment Cale ga v e to "Heart b reak Hotel" and "Memphis" in t he 

past - he nev er cov ers a song, he makes it his own. With the 

help of former Cont or tions bassist George Scott a.nd vocalist 

Deerfrance (l a st h ea rd on t he Tom Verlaine album), Cale has a 

greater amount of flexibil ity than ever. And this is ev i dent 

fro m start to finish. 

This isn't exa ctl y J ohn Cale's most unorthodox album in his lon g 

career but then aga in, mt i sn't his most rewarding one ei th er . 

All the same, thi s could have been just another collecti on of 

old songs and nost al gic moment s - Nico joined in one tim e or 

another durin g the s ets fr om which this album was drawn - blilt t 

it isn't. 

If you realize by now th a t I ' v e only identified what this al bwn 

isn't, you've hit u pon the only major revelation here. Consid er 

this album a les s on in how t o avoid planned 9bsolesenc e .
